MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON THE 3rd NOVEMBER 2015
Present:  Cllrs Robinson (Chairman), Squires, Davies, Jenkinson, Peaker and Cameron, 3 members of the public and the Clerk. 
1. 15/080 Apologies:  Cllr Sycamore
2. 15/081 Declarations of Interest – Cllr Robinson expressed an interest in item 9a as the lead member of the Rural West Shaping Your Neighbourhood Scheme.
3. 15/082 Minutes - It was resolved that the minutes (previously circulated) of the Ordinary Parish Council meeting held on 6 October 15 be approved and signed by the Chairman as a true and accurate record.
4. 15/083 Matters Arising 
a. 
Shard Lane: The Clerk was asked to contact Lancashire County Council to report the condition of the footpath on Shard Lane again.
b.
Christmas Tree: the tree would be erected on 29th November and members were reminded about the tree lights switch on - 4th December 2015.  The Clerk was asked to source traffic cones/signs to fulfil the insurance requirements for the band.  Cllr Robinson reminded Councillors that the Sports and Social Club had volunteered to contribute towards the cost of the Christmas tree.
5. 15/084 Police: an incident and crime summary for September had been received and circulated to all members prior to the meeting.  

6. 15/085 Items Introduced by the Public 
i) Benches: members were asked about the two benches at Ryecroft Corner and it was requested that one be re-sited near to the Windmill.  It was explained that a bench had just been removed from the Windmill as the area was becoming cluttered.  It had been suggested by Cllr Squires that the spare bench be relocated to the bus stop at the Garage/Spar Shop.  The Clerk to pursue.

15/086 BKV/WIB: 

i) It was reported that Hambleton had been awarded a Silver Gilt in the Britain in Bloom competition.  A copy of the Best Kept Village Judge’s Report had been given to the Clerk and this was read to members.  Mostly the comments were positive, but the state of the railings and the Jubilee area were mentioned.  It was proposed that Council members visit the park to assess these areas and that an item be placed on the December meeting agenda for discussion.

It was resolved to proceed as proposed.

Certificates: the BinB 2015 certificate had been received and Cllr Davies confirmed that he would be fixing this and other certificates in the Village Hall Supper Room in January 2016.

Steelman: there had also been a request that the names of the fallen be displayed on the Steelman in time for Armistice Day.  Cllr Davies confirmed that this had already been completed.

15/087 Reports of Meetings
i)
Village Hall Management Committee: Cllr Davies reported that at the Community Futures AGM the renewal of leases was raised and it was explained that leases need to be renewed at full market value following a valuation.  The lease for the Sports and Social Club is due for renewal in July 2017 so this process will be followed.

Wyre Flood Forum: Cllr Peaker had been unable to attend the last meeting, but the minutes of the meeting had been circulated to all members and the salient points were highlighted: Highway drainage A588 Carr Lane – an additional gulley had been installed outside the Coppings to help reduce surface water flooding.  The Environment agency had agreed to carry de-silt Pegs Pool.  The next meeting of the Wyre Flood Forum will be held on 03/12/15.  It was suggested that a review of the Hambleton Flood Forum document be undertaken early in 2016.

Review of Equipment provided to Lengthsman: 
i)
Tools: a spreadsheet of tools used by the lengthsman had been circulated to members prior to the meeting. It was also proposed that the Clerk investigate further chainsaw training courses for the lengthsman.
